
Dear Festival Attendees: 

On behalf of the University of Northern Iowa, I want to welcome you to our campus for the IHSSA 
All-State Individual Events Speech Festival.  The purpose of this letter is to provide you some 
advance information that you will need as it relates to location of spaces used for the festival and 
parking locations.   

The opening session will be held in the McLeod Center beginning promptly at 8:30 AM. The McLeod 
Center is south of the UNI-Dome.  Parking for all school vehicles has been arranged for the “R” lot 
directly southwest of the McLeod Center.  Please enter the McLeod Center via the south doors and sit 
on the east side of the McLeod Center. The quickest access to the central campus is by taking the 
pedestrian bridge across Hudson Road. 

Visitors to campus may park in the metered parking north of the Gallagher-Bluedorn Performing Arts 
Center.  These are 10 hr. meters and are strictly for visitors.  There are also metered parking spots 
available in the Parking Ramp off of 23rd Street.  Parking in non-metered spots may result in a ticket.
